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Since 2006, the volume of calls received and dispatched by the Tyngsborough 

Police Department has increased 43%.  
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The number of restraining orders issued in Tyngsborough (see chart above) 

experienced a considerable one year decrease in 2007 from 2006 levels, however 

renewed efforts to assist and educate the public about restraining orders has resulted in a 

47% increase in restraining orders issued since 2006 with a correlated 27% decrease in 

domestic violence related arrests (see chart below). 
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The Tyngsborough Police Department under the leadership of Chief William F. 

Mulligan strives to be a community-oriented police department focused on crime 

prevention through education and partnership with the community. In 2007, several new 

proactive policing programs were implemented including mountain bike patrols, 

motorcycle patrols, and enhanced communication with the Tyngsborough Community via 

the police department website and public access channels.  
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As a result of a renewed focus on crime prevention and despite a significant and 

steady increase in calls for police service, arrests in Tyngsborough have decreased by 

15% since 2006.
